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Reid Kerr College Parking Procedures
All owners of vehicles in the college car park must adhere to the following procedures;

Main Car Park

All vehicles must park in a parking bay and follow the Highway Code for parking.
Permit Holders Car Park

This area is for staff parking only.
Abercorn Car Park

This is for conference delegates and disabled drivers only.

Disabled Parking

Spaces are available in front of the Abercorn and Renfrew North buildings.  Drivers must display a current disabled badge at all times.  Categories of people who can park here are:

· Customers with a Local Authority badge

· Staff with a Local Authority badge

· Staff who do not have a disability but who have a short term need e.g. after long term illness or during pregnancy and have a RKC permit from Director of HR or Facilities Manager.

The car parks are supervised by staff who will sticker inappropriately parked vehicles with a warning notice and record the registration number in the Parking Log book.

Vehicles will be stickered if they are;

· Parked inappropriately i.e. obstructing access, egress, etc
· Not in a parking bay

· If parked in a disabled bay without displaying a current Disabled badge, as above.
Parking Log Book
All vehicles that have been stickered will have the registration number recorded.
The log will be passed to the Head of Campus Services monthly.  He will note any frequent offenders and report this to the Facilities Manager.

The Facilities Manager will contact the Director of Human Resources & Facilities who will agree with the Principal, the action to be taken.
This may include:

· Disciplinary action

· Exclusion from college parking areas
· Clamping
The college does not accept any liability for damage to vehicles whilst on the campus, owners bring their vehicle onto the campus at their own risk. 
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
